XTick for Pocket PC User’s Guide
Installation
To install XTick for Pocket PC charting software download file xtppc_setup.exe into your desktop computer and start it. Follow the instructions of the setup program.

Starting
Press ‘Start’ button into your Pocket PC then select ‘Programs’ item. Find XTick for Pocket PC icon 
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and tap on it to start program. After program will connected to server it will ask to enter Login and Password. 
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If you have no live account you can get demo login to trial period 8 days. To get demo account press ‘Create demo account button’ and fill in the registration form. 
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Press ‘OK’ and you will get Login and Password for you demo account.

Pages
All charts and quotes windows in the XTick organized into one or more pages. You can have as many pages as you need and easy switch between them. When you will open new quotes window or new chart then new page will created automatically. To switch to another page you can tap on pages tab in the bottom of XTick screen
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or press ‘Select page’ button [image: image6.bmp] in toolbar.
To remove current page press ‘System’ menu and select ‘Delete this page’ item.

Quotes window

The Quotes window display current quotes. 
To open new Quotes window click ‘New Quotes window’ button [image: image7.bmp] in toolbar.
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You can change the appearance of quotes as you need. 
To add new ticker into quotes window tap stylus on window and hold it about 3 seconds. Select ‘Add Ticker…’ item from context menu. 
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Enter the Ticker’s name or press ‘Select>>>’ button to select it from list. 
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Press ‘OK’ to close the dialog.
 To modify ticker tap stylus on window and hold it for 3 seconds. Select ‘Modify ticker…’ item from context menu and then select new ticker’s name. 
To remove ticker select ‘Remove ticker’ item from context menu. 
To change rows order select ‘Rows…’ item from context menu. 
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Select ticker in the list and use ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ buttons to move it into desirable row. Press ‘OK’ to close dialog. 
To hide or show columns in the Quotes window select ‘Columns…’ item from context menu. 
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Check columns you want to see and uncheck columns you heed hide. Press ‘OK’ to close dialog. To change columns order tap stylus on the column’s header and move it into new position.
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Charts
On-line charts allow you to carry out full-scale valuable analysis of financial data.

To open new chart click ‘New Chart’ button [image: image15.bmp] in toolbar. Select Ticker’s name and timeframe for chart and press ‘OK’. 
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You can use charts with any intraday timeframe from 1 to 1439 minutes and daily, weekly and monthly charts. If there is no this ticker’s name or this ticker is not available for you the you will see ‘Unknown’ message near the ticker’s name on the chart.

To change chart type press ‘Chart type’ button [image: image17.bmp] in toolbar. You can display charts as bars, Japanese candlesticks, linear charts, kagi, renko, three-line break charts, point & figures charts or market profile charts.

To change ticker or time frame for current chart click ‘Change ticker and timeframe’ button [image: image18.bmp] in toolbar. Then select standard timeframe from menu or select ‘Change ticker or timeframe…’ item.

To change appearance of chart (color settings, grid, etc.) tap stylus on chart and hold it about 3 seconds. Then select ‘Chart properties’ from context menu.

Studies

One cannot imagine today’s technical analysis without use of various technical indicators. XTick for Pocket PC allows you to use a wide range of different technical indicators. And they can be applied both to prices (opening, closing, High or Low price, midpoint) and to other indicators (for example, Moving Average, calculated on RSI). You can add an unlimited number of indicators to the chart, change their parameters and delete them. To add study press ‘Add study’ button [image: image19.bmp] in toolbar. To change study properties tap stylus over study and hold it about 3 seconds. Select ‘Modify study…’ item from context menu. Another way to modify study is to tap and hold stylus on the chart and select ‘Modify/Remove studies…’ item from context menu. You can place study into any area of chart, overlay one study over another, change the placement of chart’s areas.
Tools

XTick for Pocket PC presents you an opportunity to work with various tools in order to carry out full technical analysis of financial data. You are able to create trendlines, channels and Fibonacci lines, in order to build support zones and resistance zones and to put explanatory text on a chart.
